New SKL Board

In March, a new SKL Board of Directors was elected. New members are Michael Murray as Treasurer, Joe Hache as Secretary and Andrew Bene and Charles Mayenga as Officers of the Board. New Property Management Company

A new Property Management Company – PMA has been contracted to administer South Keys Landing’s Joint Use Agreement and to manage the day-to-day affairs of the community. The hring of a property manager has been considered for some time now and is long overdue. The financial affairs of SKL are now at a point where professional advice and guidance is necessary. If there is a problem with any of the common property elements of which you may be aware, please contact PMA. Norean Harris is the property manager and will ensure that your inquiries and concerns are addressed.

Payment of Monthly Fees

On June 2, 2010 a motion was passed to adopt the following rule regarding the collection of fees.  This rule will come into effect August, 1, 2010.  

 Rule Regarding the Payment Monthly Fees
Late Payment Charges – A charge of $15.00 will be assessed against owners whose monthly fee is not paid on time.  This decision was necessary due to the number of late payments each month, which resulted in a loss of income.  Fees are due on the 1st of every month.

Charges for N.S.F./Returned cheques – A charge of $25.00 will be assessed against owners whose cheques are returned by the bank.

Park Area

A Park Study was recently completed to address the deficiencies related to the park area. A retro fit will be under way in the very near future - deficiencies pointed out in the study will be fixed and the play area will be refurbished.

Parking

Homeowners, please do not park your vehicle in visitors parking. This is not very considerate for visitors. Also:  If you park anything else in your driveway and use visitors parking for your own vehicle, stop it. Spaces are limited.

New Street Signage

If you haven’t already noticed (yikes), new stop signs have been installed at the main intersection of SKL, as well as a posted speed limit and a children-at-play sign. Please exercise caution when entering and leaving SKL and be aware of children playing in the streets.

Cutting Your Grass

People – you are responsible for cutting your grass. Please don’t assume that the summer maintenance folks are going to cut it for you. They only cut the common property areas. 

Dumping Refuse and Liquids in the Street Drains

DO NOT DUMP ANY REFUSE OR LIQUIDS INTO THE SEWERS. This includes paint and drywall particles or any other toxic substances. This is illegal and if you are caught, you will be fined by the Ministry of the Environment.  The minimum fine is $5,000 and the maximum is $50,000. If SKL gets fined for this irresponsible action, the cost will be passed on to ALL HOMEOWNERS. Have you noticed the little fish on the sewer grate? That means that all runoff drains directly into Sawmill Creek. Our filtration system can handle rain water but not toxic substances.  Please observe this very important by-law.

Adding Decks/Other additions to your Property

It would be wise for you to check with the property management people to ensure that your new deck or any other addition falls within your property line and is legal. New structures of any kind must first be approved by the SKL Board. 

Broken Fence Panels

If you have a problem with fence panels falling down, please contact me at 526-3444 and I will contact the property management company. They will issue a work order to get the fence panel fixed. The fence along the SKL property line is deteriorating rapidly. This is a common occurrence these days and the only remedy is to fix them as they fall.
