Payment of Monthly Fees
At the last SKL general meeting (in March 2010), the Committee advised homeowners that a property management company would be contracted to administer the Joint Use Agreement and that for the balance of 2010, property management fees would be paid by existing funds in the SKL operating budget.

Notwithstanding the above, homeowners were also advised that co-tenancy fees for 2011 would be adjusted to cover significant increases in insurance costs, the pending impact of the HST on all service contracts (starting in July 2010), and other pressures due to inflation.  While the operating budget has remained stable since South Keys Landing was built in 2003, current budget planning for South Keys Landing requires a moderate adjustment to address the above economic impacts. 

At the next SKL Committee meeting in late November, the budget will be set for 2011 and will reflect a co-tenancy fee increase effective January 1, 2011.  A copy of the budget will be distributed to all homeowners, along with details of the new co-tenancy fees.  

Also, a reminder regarding the Payment of Monthly Fees

Late Payment Charges – A charge of $15.00 will be assessed against owners whose monthly fee is not paid on time.  Fees are due on the 1st of every month.

Charges for N.S.F./Returned cheques – An additional charge of $25.00 will be assessed against owners whose cheques are returned by the bank.
Proof of Insurance
Per section 9.4 of the Joint Use Agreement, owners are required to submit proof of homeowners insurance.  A notice was sent to all homeowners in October, requiring homeowners to submit proof of insurance to the property management company, PMA, by November 15th. 

Parking
A notice to all owners and residents regarding visitor parking was recently distributed, reminding all that visitor parking spaces are limited and that owners or tenants/residents parking their vehicles in visitor parking spaces is not allowed.

If you are aware of vehicles parking in visitor parking in violation of the Joint Use Agreement, please forward details to PMA.  They will follow-up with identified owners, where possible.  

In the future, tickets may be issued to vehicles in violation of these provisions.  Cars parked on the street (i.e., in the fire lanes), may be ticketed or towed at any time.

To facilitate compliance with the Joint Use Agreement, if you do not own a vehicle and would like to rent your driveway to a neighbour, please forward your name and contact information to southkeyslanding@gmail.com, and it may be advertised in the next SKL newsletter or on the website.

Snow Clearing

Visitor parking may be especially affected during the winter months, as parking spaces may be used for snow dumping, depending on the volume of accumulation.  As a courtesy, if possible, visitors should remove their vehicles from visitor parking after snowfalls to enable plowing of the roads and parking spots accordingly.  

Dumping Refuse and Liquids in the Street Drains

REMINDER: DO NOT DUMP ANY REFUSE OR LIQUIDS INTO THE SEWERS. This includes paint, drywall particles, petroleum products or any other substances.  The fish on the sewer grates mean that all runoff drains directly into Sawmill Creek. Our filtration system is inspected regularly and can handle rainwater but not other substances. Last month, it was discovered that the filtration system had an abnormal contamination of petroleum products and required prompt cleaning.  The total cost for this cleaning was approximately $5800.  If contamination reaches Sawmill Creek, SKL is liable to fines from the Ministry of Environment ranging from $5,000 to $50,000, the cost of which will also be passed on to ALL HOMEOWNERS.  If you observe anyone committing this irresponsible act, please contact PMA immediately.

Garbage and Recycling Bins

A friendly reminder that per city by-laws, garbage and recycling bins should not be put out on the curb prior to 7pm of the day before collection.  Additionally, garbage and recycling bins should not be left in view of the street.  Please put your bins in your garage or backyard.

Adding Decks/Other additions to your Property

Per section 6.2 of the Joint Use Agreement, the Committee must approve any alterations to the exterior of your Unit, such as the addition of decks.  Please forward plans to PMA prior to construction for approval, which will be reflected in the Committee minutes.  

Broken Fence Panels

If you are aware of any broken fence panels on the common property, please contact PMA with details. They will issue a work order to get the fence panel fixed.
