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NOTICE TO OWNERS/RESIDENTS

Re: VISITOR PARKING REGULATIONS AND ENFORCEMENT
2.3 OF THE JOINT USE AGREEMENT REGARDING  PARKING READS AS FOLLOWS:
(a) The twenty-two parking spaces shown on the Site Plan shall be for the exclusive use of visitors to the property.
(b) The owners will be entitled to park within the boundaries of their Units, whether inside attached garages or in driveways associated with the Units, provided they do not obstruct access to the Common Property or other Units. 

Abuse of visitor parking is an ongoing problem which is getting worse and must be addressed.
Many reminders to adhere to the Joint Use Agreement have been sent out in the past in an attempt to solve this problem.  Failure on the part of owners and their residents (for which owners are responsible) to abide by the terms of the Agreement will leave us with no choice but to consider hiring a Parking Control company at a considerable cost to all owners.

Visitor parking is now being monitored.  Plate numbers are being recorded and action will be taken against those identified unit owners who park or allow their residents/tenants to park their vehicles in visitor parking.  If you are aware of any vehicle that is parked in visitor parking in violation of the Joint Use Agreement, please provide details to the Property Manager.
It is hoped that sending you this notice will mitigate the problem. If it continues, South Keys Landing Co-Tenancy Association will contract with a Parking Control company. This expense will be borne by all South Keys Landing homeowners.
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
